Compassion Not Cruelty began in July 2025 when pastors in a UCC Community of Practice, 
disturbed by the government’s celebration of cruel detention conditions at “Alligator Alcatraz,” formed 
a movement urging Christians to call for compassion. The movement is growing and now also 
includes Baptist, Disciples of Christ, Methodist, Presbyterian, and Roman Catholic clergy and lay 
people. There are WNY and Suffolk NY chapters.

2026) to build capacity to support WNY immigrants during this perilous time.
